Students who have started their course at a partner university may only enter the second course 

period at OTH Regensburg if they have obtained a minimum of 55 ECTS credits in study semesters 

1 and 2. 

The course level corresponds to B1 according to the European Framework of Reference for Lan-

guages. If they have less or more language skills in German, students can take alternative German 

courses. The alternative language courses are coordinated by the International Office of the OTH 

Regensburg. 

Additional note for students in the double degree programme European Business Studies:  

During the study period at the OTH Regensburg, German courses must be taken as a compulsory 

requirement in order to acquire basic knowledge. The language level can vary and be adapted with 

regard to previous knowledge. 

The qualification goals mentioned below are subdivided into three dimensions. Each dimension 

corresponds to a target competence level. The following competence levels have been defined: 

• Competence level 1 (awareness): cursory awareness of simple structures, only previously 

learned knowledge is tested 

• Competence level 2 (comprehension): basic understanding of multiple structures up to deeper 

understanding of the relations between structures, learned knowledge is analysed, combined 

and applied 

• Competence level 3(deep understanding and application): deeper understanding of the rela-

tions between structures up to independent transfer and extension of knowledge to new struc-

tures, learned knowledge is critically questioned and/or evaluated, interrelations between 

structures and their consequences are reflected and explained 

The competence level of the respective qualification goal is represented by the corresponding 

number (1, 2 or 3) in the competence descriptions below. 

Subject skills 

Students are able to absorb, analyse and produce linguistic statements in both verbal and written 

forms (2). They acquire the foreign-language skills needed to understand texts or statements from 

their area of expertise, to reproduce their content using correct German on an appropriate linguis-

tic level, and to express informed comment on them (2). Students can communicate successfully 

within their professional context (2). They are aware of the current requirements of job application 

procedures in Germany (2), can create application portfolios and present themselves professionally 



 

 

at job interviews (3). 

Social skills 

Students are familiar with the linguistic registers of the German language (2). They are able to act, 

discuss or give presentations using appropriate language in different communication situations 

(2). Students can successfully handle professional situations in the foreign language (3).  

Method skills 

Students have a command of fundamental techniques of language acquisition (2). They can use 

grammatical structures and (specialist) vocabulary to achieve the desired communication outcomes 

(2). 

Personal skills  

Students act with confidence in an intercultural context and are able to reflect their personal and 

professional skills (3) and also to present them appropriately in the foreign language (2). They gain 

communication skills for discussion and presentation (2).
